It's like a visit to another world. In fact, it is another world out
there in the countryside. Oh yes, the brilliant sun that shines down on
the Rodriguez Murillo family and their plot of land is the same sun that
shines down on us somewhat privileged residents of San Miguel. But
out here in the country, we’re visiting a family of eight without a real

They show us around. The "house" they've created on their land
does give some shelter in good weather, but when walls don't meet
roofs and doorways can't support doors, the resulting gaping holes
leave the family vulnerable to rain, wind and freezing temperatures, as
well as stray animals and other people.

Maria Eugenia and Sergio Rodriguez, mother and dad of the family,

look healthy enough, and so do their five children, ranging in age from

18 years down to 18 months. But beautiful early fall weather can be
deceiving. Maria Eugenia says that the children get sick living in what
really is the outdoors, and then she needs to buy medicine, which is
another expense they really can't meet.

Maria Eugenia doesn’t have to mention (because we can see for
ourselves) that things have to be kept up high (there’s a high shelf
going all the way around the main room) so stray dogs can’t get into
things, but she does point out that people can also be a problem: some
tools they needed had recently been stolen. No way to stop it. Ah, but
soon she’ll have a door, and a lock. What a difference.

Right now, it’s a beautiful, balmy day and everyone's helping to put
up the new house. The family had just heard eight days before that they
would be the newest owners of a Casita Linda and they were thrilled.
"All foreigners who have helped with Casita Linda," Maria Eugenia
said, "are like angels who go to heaven, because they've helped so
many people." While she said it, her mother, Gloria Murillo, who also
lives with the family, beamed and nodded.

Hard at work helping Casita Linda workers to create yet another
adobe masterpiece on this sunny afternoon were Papa Sergio and the
children as well as other members of the family--sisters and aunts and
nieces and cousins, all gathered around to pitch in. Sergio has another
job, too. He's an artisan, creating beautiful, grand mirrors wreathed in
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sumptuous tin flowers for a shop in town. Maria Eugenia has
her hands full with taking care of the family (even with the
abuela's help). How do you prepare meals and wash clothes
and keep things even marginally tidy when you're
responsible for eight people living virtually outdoors,
without the benefit of running water, electricity, gas or (of
course) machines of any kind? Beats me.

There are two "rooms" in the family's current residence.
One is very much filled with bureaus and cupboards and
clothes racks (possessions for eight people, including a few
pretty cool-looking teenagers--okay, how do they do it?). The
other, where we were served a drink of fruit water (I think
that's what it was--it wasn't too sweet and it tasted good) in
pretty glass cups, is pretty much all beds (but they also serve
as sofas, and there's an easy chair, too). There's a stove there,
too, and a window, but of course when it gets dark, it must be very dark indeed.

The Rodriguez Murillos are handsome, articulate, welcoming and cheery people. They're clearly smart and inventive,
too--how else would you survive this kind of life? If it were me, I'd feel so cheated (at least until Casita Linda came
along). What--I work and make beautiful things but I can't even give my family a house that keeps the rain out? Why
me? Obviously, this is not what this darling family feels. From Marta Elizabeth, 18, through Juana Maria, 16, Eduardo,
14, Diana Alejandra, 11, to tiny Jenifer Sofia, a year and a half, they all seem full of energy and good feeling. Kind of a
tribute to their parents, I'd say, AND their grandma, who seems not only loving but also quite healthy and happy,
despite a few missing teeth.

They all help show us around the place. They’re proud, really, of what they have now, and with good reason--how is
it possible to keep things together, even to have two sparkling glass cups for guests, not to mention clean, very nice
clothes for all the children under these circumstances? But they can’t wait for their new, snug, impervious, invulnerable
Casita Linda house with, well, think about it--windows, a sleeping loft, running water, a sink. Only little Jenifer Sofia,
in her darling watermelon-trimmed dress, is probably

oblivious to it all. Likely she won’t even remember that she
lived outside when she was little. Maybe she’ll go to
college. Wouldn’t that be nice?
